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Subject: The communion cup

Dear Dr. Ryrie: Is there a scriptural basis for using one cup during communion? --W.L. H.

Dear W.L.: All the accounts of the first Lord's Supper mention only a single cup (Matt. 26:27; Mark
14:23; Luke 22:20; 1 Cor. 11:25). I suppose that many groups use small, individual cups today for
sanitary reasons, but some use only one large cup from which all drink.
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
