Intro. All familiar with parable of £ower. Ever 
compared Matt and Lk•s aect . Find stages nee for 
successful witness. Or Days when Xn witness has come 
to mean anything but leading men to X. Usua l l y t akes 
form of leavening society. True that should let light 
shine. But also true that should directly witness by 
sowing Word. 3 stages involved in this ace to X. 
I. First Stage, Lk 8 ~-
This is stage of sowing Word ';;{ God. Not living good 
life but disseminating Word. Preaching, witnessing, 
tracts etc . 
A. v 5,12 , wayside. Hard footpath tha t led thru field 

Trodden down. Hardness of heart. 

B. v. 6,13. Rock, not stony ground. Covering of moss 
and no possilility of putting down roots.Shallowness 

C. v.7,14. Thorns. Throne burned but roots remained 
and sprang up a gain. Worldliness. 

D. v.8,15. Good ground. Distingui shing mark is fruit. 

Point: Takes a lot of sowi ng to get a few results. 
Illus. plarti.ng 4 k ernels of corn. 1 for birds, 
beas ts, ground, you . 
Illus. lots of tracts, testimony . Can witness at wrong 
time, but don't let that be an excuse for never doing 
it . Not negative--I'll witness if He leads, but I ~ll 
witness unless He leads not.Results . up to God,•sowing t ✓ to us.

All those in step 1 he ard Word . None ignorant. They 
in turn are sown . into world for testimony, 13:38 and 

trans1at1on correct reading in vv. 19,20,22-23. 
A. Hardened heart is testimony to heardened heart, 19. 
B. Shallow one produces s hallowness. Dead breeds death, 

Note how unstable and scatterbrained, 21. 
C. Worldly more worldl y , 22. 
D. Fruitful one sown, too, 23. When sow fruit what 

is produced. Same t hing sown. When sow Xn he 
produces other Xns. 

Point: Lots of opposition to leading others t o X. 
Devil, 19, flesh, 21; world, 22.
