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L Course Description

An introductory discussion of Angelology, Ecclesiology and Escha'tology, defining the
scriptural views and showing the arguments for them, refuting other views, and showing
the relevance of the theology to Christian life and witness. This course also stresses the
Baptist view of the church and of the ordinances as well s broader l§aptist polity, and the
various eschatological perspectives.

NOTE: I will be teaching only eschatology during the first half of the semester. Someone
Else will teach other parts of the course during the second half. The grades for each part
will be averaged together for the final grade for the whole course.
